The regular meeting of the EImer Borough Land Use Board was held on Thursday,
November 7, 2013 at 7:35 p.m. in the Elmer Borough Hall.

Secretary Dawn Williams announced that the ElImer Presbyterian Church will be submitting
a Minor Subdivision and Variance application for a December hearing. Leigh Bostwick announced
that he is an active member of the church, and will be abstaining from the application. No action
was taken.

Secretary Dawn Williams presented an updated contact sheet to all members. Minor
revisions will be made and e-mailed to all. No action was taken.

Secretary Dawn Williams presented a 2014 calendar to all members. It was agreed that
the meeting dates will continue to be on the first Thursday of each month at 7:30 p.m. in the
Elmer Borough Hall.
